What has been happening in our class? 

Language Arts( This month we will be starting our reader’s workshop. We will begin reading in pairs for fluency with activities and questions to help with comprehension as well. We will continue with our 6 + 1 writing traits and novel study along with our new unit.
Math( We have just finished up with patterns and equations and will be moving into multiplication and division. Here we will review our basic facts and then start working with new strategies for working with multiple numbers.
